There are five communication boards at 
Woburn Safari Park to help individuals 
communicate about a wide range of 
topics including the animals, leisure 
facilities, food and drink and self-care.

Disabled toilets are available on the end          
of the Admissions Building (largest building 
with a wavy roof). On a busy day this area 
becomes congested with traffic, so please enter 
the Park via Husborne Crawley gate MK43 0XB 
and park safely alongside these toilets, without 
blocking access for keeper vehicles. 

Your next toilets are located after you finish 
the Road Safari, which may take around 60-90 
minutes. See details on the Road Safari map.

Find the British Sign Language signs 
dotted around the Park today, during 
your visit. This is the most commonly 
used form of signed communication 
and uses hand movements, shape, and 
facial expressions to communicate.
